Entry Fee and Entry Form
The entry fee for club events is £2.00 per event (£20.00 for all 10 Club Events).  Please use the official entry form (download from our website or phone me for a print-out) and return to me by 30th March.  Cheques should be made payable to “Manchester Wheelers Club”. Handicaps will be applicable only to riders who pre-enter, either for all events or only for the selected events – so no “pre-entry”, i.e. no name on printed Start Sheet means your time will be based on scratch.
Handicaps
Handicaps for first ride of the 2010 Championship will be based on a rider’s best performance in the above list of events and any open events on the above listed Cheshire courses for 10, 25 and 50 miles, from 2007 to 2009 (LTS). The base times will be 20 min for the 10 and C&F HC; 53 minutes for 25 and 1 hour 55 minutes for 50.  For riders with no qualifying time, the handicap for their first 10-mile event only will be 10 minutes.  For riders over 40 years, handicaps will be adjusted at their birthday, according to the VTTA Standards Table. Handicaps will be up-dated after each event.  The Organiser has discretionary powers for any rider not covered by the above.  Appeals must be submitted to the Committee in written form.

Start Sheets
There will be pre-published start sheets but you will still be required to sign-on at the start of the event.  Please arrive in time to sign-on and get your number.

Qualifying Members & Guest riders
The Club Time Trials Handicap Championship is open to Manchester Wheelers’ First Claim members only. Once again Altrincham Ravens Club has been invited to join us.  Wheelers’2nd Claim members have priority over Guest riders – but there is a limit of 40 riders per event, who must be a member of a CTT-affiliated club (due to 3rd Party Insurance).
Officials (Timekeeper and Marshals / Pusher-Off)
We hope that our stalwart group of officials from both clubs will offer their services again in 2010.
