Guidance Notes
 Mainly due to the welcome influx of new members it has become difficult to give one-to-one advice about what happens how members should conduct themselves at Club Events.
1. Minimise Disruption
The Landlord of the Red Lion (Steve Boylin) lets us use his car park but we should park our cars around the perimeter thus leaving the central area free for his regular customers. Overflow parking is around the edge of the Green – but not on the actual course. The pub toilets can be accessed from outside; around the rear (east) side.


2. Signing-On
Signing-On is mandatory and must be completed 15mins before start time the Timekeeper (Gordon Buchanan) needs to prepare his Finishing Sheet and then make his way to the Start.   You will need to add an emergency phone number. Riders who have not pre-entered will replace any DNS pre-entries or will be assigned later numbers up to the limit of 40.   Altrincham Ravens riders will take preference over “Guest” riders.

3. Safety before the Event
A map of the course and the CTT Risk Assessment  are shown on the website. There must be no warming-up on the course and no U-Turns are permitted near to the Timekeeper. Use Salters Lane towards Siddington (east) for late Warm-Up. Only 5 riders at-a-time are permitted in the Start lay-by and please do not obstruct the parking and entrances of the local inhabitants.


4. Safety during the Event
During the event, keep your head up and obey the signals of the Marshals – at Jodrell Bank, Twemlow,  Rowley’s Farm S-Bends and Lower Withington Green. Crossing a central white line will result in disqualification – pay particular attention at the acute turn at Twemlow (Yellow Broom Restaurant).


5. Results and Refreshments
The Results on Actual Times will be available in the car park approx. 30 minutes after the last man has finished. The Landlord has been informed that a greater number of people will be ordering drinks and / or meals but please get your orders in a.s.a.p. so that the later riders do not have to wait too long. We can use the smokers’ area as long as we leave space for the Regulars.

6.   Handicap  Open Events
     Riders who enter the Open Events (25 and 50) must notify me of any    improvements in 25 or 50mile times at least one week before those events.
